Each year the medical 
mission has grown. The CVII Medical Unit at Numbers house was used for part of the mission and from 
there each day the crew packed up and traveled to different places to serve.  
 
The Volunteer medical mission team provided medical consultation services, surgeries, respiratory 
therapy, wound care, dental treatment, vaccines, psychology, dispensed drugs & supplies, haircuts 
and personal evangelism to over 3,000 needy people. 
 
The patients were CVII children, staff, parents and the community.  We went to 7 different places to 
help the poor, the crippled, the blind and the lame as it is written in Luke 14:21-23 Going to the 
highways and the byways seeking those in need. 
 
DEDICATED VOLUNTEERS from USA, UK and Colombia 
 
A total of 70 adults and 10 CVII children travelled and served in different locations of Colombia. 
The TEAM consisted of 19 Medical Professionals (Doctors and Nurses), 9 Dentists,  17 Evangelism team 
members (different churches), 6 Drivers, 7 Translators,  and 15 support crew (Logistics, Data, 
Organization & crowd control) 2 psychologists, 2 Beauticians  
 
MEDICINES AND SUPPLIES:  
Each and every patient was attended, received treatments, medicine and supplies all free of charge. 
 
Financial donations by individuals were used in defraying the expenses of the medicines that needed to 
be purchased for the mission.  The medical mission team brought large duffel bags full of medicines and 
medical supplies.  The Container shipped from CVII HQ in Bangor WI had had 27 tons of supplies for the 
medical mission, humanitarian aid & relief projects.
